Our great state is on the verge of hitting its goal of 100 

houses by the end of 2016. Already this year we have 

opened 12 new houses statewide bringing our total number 

up to 93 houses equaling 820 total recovery beds in our 

great state! Here is a spotlight of houses opened in the 

second quarter of 2016 so far.
